Massachusetts could become the first state to divest from fossil fuels! It's time for our state legislature to lead on divestment, and we're so close to making it happen.

Right now, the Massachusetts pension fund has $1.3 billion invested in the fossil fuel industry, including ExxonMobil and Transcanada. Senate Bill S. 1225, introduced by State Senator Downing, would divest the Massachusetts Pension Reserves Investment Trust (PRIT) from fossil fuel companies. With several key legislators already signed on, this bill has a real chance of winning.

We know that even divesting $1.3 billion from fossil companies won't financially bankrupt the most profitable industry on earth. But we can morally bankrupt them and change the landscape of what is politically possible around climate change.
